High School Mathematics Equivalence at Delta College 
· High School Algebra I, completed with a grade of “C” or better,
and
Math Level II as measured by the SJDC Assessment Test,

and 
Reading Level II as measured by the SJDC Assessment Test,

      is equivalent to MATH 080

· High School Algebra II, completed with a grade of “C” or better,

and 
Math Level II as measured by the SJDC Assessment Test,

and 
Reading Level II as measured by the SJDC Assessment Test,
 is equivalent to MATH 082

Course Prerequisites
· A prerequisite course is a course that is required as a precondition for enrolling in another course. 
· An example is CHEM 003A, which requires MATH 080 as a prerequisite. MATH 080 must be successfully completed before enrolling in CHEM 003A. 
· If you completed high school algebra I with a “C” or better, and scored at level II in both Math and Reading on the SJDC Assessment Test, you have satisfied the prerequisite, based upon course equivalence, as described above, and can enroll directly in CHEM 003A.  

· Prerequisites are listed in the course description section of the college catalog. 
· Prerequisites are also listed under the course name in the schedule of classes. 
· It is important to know ahead of time which courses that you want to take have prerequisites. 
· You will need to develop your educational plan with your counselor so that you will complete prerequisite courses in the correct sequence.  Failure to do so may delay your degree or transfer.
