Intellectual Competence
    Ability to think critically and reflectively, reason effectively, demonstrate intellectual flexibility, demonstrate emotional/cognitive integration, demonstrate identify/cognitive integration, and show respect for a diversity of ideas and view points.

     Extended knowledge of a single discipline, set of related disciplines, or career/technical field and the ability to apply, analyze, synthesize, and evaluate (think critically about) the concepts, principles, and processes of that discipline, set of related disciplines, or career/technical field in a variety of real-world contexts

Personal Responsibility
    Demonstrates individual responsibility for personal health, safety, and well-being; takes care of personal business in a timely and complete way; 
achieves economic self-sufficiency; prioritizes work and leisure effectively; manages the college experience to achieve academic and personal success; sets and achieves personal, educational, and life goals

Interpersonal/Intercultural Responsibility/Civility
