RESOURCE

The TGI was administered to 1,873 community college faculty members in
the spring of 1990. Through the statistical procedute of cluster analysis, six
clusters were identified. Shown below are the items in each cluster, item
means (M) and standard deviations (SD), and the percent (%) of teachets
rating the item “essential” to the teaching of a selected course. Cluster means
and the average ratings for items in the cluster are also given for comparative

putposes.

The data ptesented hete represent a composite of faculty, including all
disciplines and vocational/career specialties. As the analysis presented in
Chapter Two (in the section entitled “Background: Development of the
Teaching Goals Inventory”) shows, the differences in teaching goals among
teaching disciplines are highly significant. These comparative data are pre-
sented primarily for use by colleges in assessing the composite teaching

priorities of their institutions.
