DESCRIPTION

Under the general supervision and direction of the Communication Skills Division Dean, the person assigned to this position has the primary responsibility of teaching courses in the discipline of English. Communication Skills serves students in the subject areas of English, basic skills, ESL, education, literature, learning disabilities, speech, tutorial services and academic assessment and placement.
DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES
Duties and responsibilities may include, but not limited to the following:
1. Instruct courses in English to meet the educational requirements stated in the credit course outlines. Teach composition courses, including basic and advanced writing skills, and supervise the laboratory as assigned. This includes developing the student’s ability to read critically, to think logically, and to write clearly and effectively and teaching students grammar and usage as needed in the study and preparation for developing expository writing skills.

2. Assist the Division Dean in cooperating with campus and community groups to provide programs, courses, and information relevant to the needs of the students and the program.

3. Assist the Division Dean in the preparation of required reports by providing requested information.

4. Participate in the departmental process of curriculum review and modification.

5. Complete various reporting procedures as required for student evaluation, course reporting and budget development.
6. Attend various departmental, divisional, and campus-wide activities as stipulated.
7. Participate in departmental, divisional and campus-wide committees as part of the shared-governance process.
8. Participate in divisional committees as assigned by the Division Dean.

9. Schedule individual conference with students.



10. Perform other necessary duties which assure the smooth functioning of the Communication Skills Division, as assigned by the Division Dean and as outlined in Board Policy.
MINIMUM  QUALIFICATIONS
· Master's Degree in English, literature, comparative literature, or composition OR Bachelor's in any of the above AND Master's in linguistics, TESL, speech, education with specialization in reading, creative writing, or Journalism.
· Demonstrated teaching experience.
· Sensitivity to and understanding of the diverse academic, socioeconomic, cultural, disability, and ethnic backgrounds of community college students.

DESIRABLE QUALIFICATIONS

· Experience in teaching postsecondary courses, especially at the community college level.

· Experience in teaching composition and literature.

· Experience in individualized diagnosis and prescription of rhetorical writing skills.

· Demonstrated expertise in teaching basic through advanced writing and literary skills 

· Demonstrated ability to adapt teaching strategies and techniques to different levels of students’ abilities and learning styles.
· Demonstrated ability to adapt teaching strategies and techniques to students from different cultures and ethnic groups.
· Demonstrated exemplary teaching practices.
· Demonstrated ability to use innovative and creative teaching techniques and equipment.

· Demonstrated leadership ability and desire to stay current in the field.
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
