REGISTRATION:   Submit this form, to confirm your attendance, to the Public Safety Office, Lourn Phelps Police 

Services Building (just north of the Shima 1 parking lot) 5151 Pacific Avenue, Stockton, CA 
95207 by U.S. mail NO LATER THAN  May 1, 2012 or before seats for exam are filled. You 
will NOT RECEIVE a reminder for the test or confirmation of receipt for your examination sign-up 
form from the Public Safety Office.  It will be YOUR responsibility to attend the examination and 
show up at least 20 minutes early. 

Testing Process: 
Candidates will be allowed to take the written examination after providing a valid picture ID.  Each candidate will be taking 
the multiple-choice POST Entry Level Law Enforcement Test Battery examination, which will test the candidate’s ability to 
read and write at the levels necessary to perform the job of a peace officer.   
 
Before an examinee can retest, he/she must wait for a period of 1 month.  Testing more than once per month is not 
allowed, (one month constitutes 30 days) if you have already taken the PELLETB in the month of April after April 11 at 
another testing agency or at Delta, POST will invalidate the second test administration T-score.
