Called to Order

The Board meeting was called to order at 4:30 p.m. by Board President Serna.

1. Public Comments

No comments.
III. Special Session – Report/Informational Item


Board President Serna began the meeting with a statement 
regarding civility at board meetings.  Trustee Serna stated that 
she was taking full advantage of the position as Chair of the 
Board to remind the audience that the board is that of the 
people and that although there had been some anxiety in the 
media regarding the District and comments made by individual 
board members, who are entitled to their opinions, their 
opinions or positions are not that of the entire Board or 
administration.  Trustee Serna further warned that there would 
be no tolerance for comments or remarks at board meetings 
that were demeaning or insulting.


Trustee Serna asked for comments.


Trustee Parises made the comment that he was disappointed 
with the actions of Trustee Simas whom he considered a friend 
and that the actions that Trustee Simas had taken were 
unbecoming of the Board of Trustees.  Trustee Parises stated 
that the majority rules in terms of board decisions and that he 
did not appreciate being slandered in the public.  


Trustee Simas responded that in no way shape or form did he 
state to any reporter that he was representing the entire Board 
and made mention of what he felt was an illegal meeting that 
occurred 2 weeks ago where he felt the Board of Trustees 
looked the other way.


Trustee Serna stated that the Board of Trustees respects the 
opinions of individual board members and reiterated that these 
opinions are not representative of the entire Board of Trustees.


Trustee Bugarin commented that he did not appreciate Trustee 
Simas’ comments to the Stockton Record and that he felt 
angry.  Trustee Bugarin further stated that it was his hope that 
this type of behavior does not continue because it is his 
understanding that majority rules and things must move on 
from there.

Bond Update/Special Session.


Vice President of Business Services, Andy Dunn and 

Bond Consultant Bob Bush gave a comprehensive 


presentation on the Measure L Bond Program and 


presented a Power Point (available from the Vice 


President’s office) to include information on the bond 

projects status’ and the methodology the administration 

used in prioritizing projects. 


The presentation also included a discussion on the 


direction given to the administration from the Board of 

Trustees regarding prioritizing projects.  

The Trustees and the administrators engaged in a lengthy discussion regarding the Measure L projects and expenditures to date.  Throughout the Special Session, Vice President Dunn fielded questions from the Board and concluded with recommendations for eliminating projects to fund projects further up the priority list.

Vice President Dunn stated the administration will bring back the scenarios presented to the Board of Trustees tonight for further action at the next board meeting.

Board President Serna thanked Vice President Dunn for the presentation.

The Board took a 15 minute break after the presentation and then recessed to Closed Session.

Board President Serna convened to Closed Session to discuss matters pursuant to Government Code Section 54956.8., 54957.6, 54956.9.  Motion:  Simas; Seconded: Burke.  Vote:  7/0; motion carried.

V.       Reconvene Public Session

Board President Serna reconvened the meeting at 7:42 p.m. with the following to report:

On a motion by Trustee Parises, seconded by Trustee Serna and carried by a vote of 5/2, with Trustees Parises, Serna, Burke, Rivera and Bugarin in favor, and Trustee Simas and McCreary opposed, the Board of Trustees of the San Joaquin Delta Community College District approved and authorized Superintendent/President Rodriguez to execute a “Site Development Agreement” with Capitol Avenue Development and Investment for continued implementation of the Real Property Purchase and Sales Agreements the District entered into last December with property owners for the District’s purchase of approximately 114 acres of real property located generally between East Highway 12 and the Mokelumne River, east of Highway 99, in the Lodi area.  The substance of the “Site Development Agreement” is shown on the attached “Term Sheet.”  The full Agreement will be available for public review in the office of Andy Dunn, the District’s Vice President for Business Services.

VIII.  NonConsent Agenda/Action Items


A.
Consideration to Award RFP #LA-FRP-3 For 
Design/Build Services for Gateway Building.


Trustee Simas motioned and Trustee Burke seconded to authorize the administration to begin negotiations with Flintco Construction/MMFDB Architects as the preferred design-build team for the Gateway Student Services Center, with a not to exceed cost of $25.6 million, as noted.  Further, in the event negotiations with Flintco are not successful, the Board authorizes staff to open negotiations with Acme for the final contract and to authorize the President to execute the final agreement.

President Raul Rodriguez made a statement regarding misconceptions that he had usurped the Board’s authority regarding the naming of buildings – in particular the Gateway Building.  President Rodriguez clarified that the name “Gateway Building” was just a convenient description of what services would be in the building and urged the Board of Trustees to get the College’s naming committee together to settle on an appropriate name approved by the Trustees.


Facilities Director, Maria Baker gave a presentation on the Gateway Building and reported on the milestones made on the project.  Ms. Baker gave a historical perspective on the Gateway Design-Build concept and deferred to Vice President of Student Services, John Williams who further addressed the Board on the concept of the services to be provided in the building and referred to the priority of the Board to provide students with a “one-stop” location to receive services related to admission to the College.


Board President Serna thanked the subcommittees who worked on the Gateway project in addition to Vice President Williams and Ms. Baker.
