The Board meeting was called to order at 5:45 p.m. by Board President Serna.

1. Public Comments

Lodi resident  and land owner Jerry Ferdun residing at 6671 E. Highway 12, Lodi, Ca. addressed the Board of Trustees and read a statement regarding his property, which is located in the center of the proposed college site in Lodi, and his land purchase agreement.

Recess to Closed Session

Board President Serna convened to Closed Session to discuss matters pursuant to Government Code Section 54956.8., 54957.6, 54957, 54956.9 Motion:  Burke; Seconded: McCreary.  Vote:  7/0; motion carried.
IV.       Reconvene Public Session

Board President Serna reconvened the meeting at 6:40 p.m. with the following to report:

Regarding agenda item III B.  Public Employee Discipline/Dismissal/Release (Government Code Section 54957) 1.  Title:  Senior Office Assistant, the Board voted to approve (the) recommendation of the Superintendent/President to terminate the employment of a Senior Office Assistant for violation of Section 87732 of the California Code:  Dishonesty and Falsification of Application.  The termination will be effective in 30 days (May 18, 2007).  
Unanimous vote:  7/0.
Secondly, the Board has approved the Memorandum of Understanding with the California Teachers Association (CTA) regarding health benefits on a motion by Trustee McCreary; seconded by Trustee Bugarin.  Yes – McCreary, Bugarin, Rivera, Serna; No – Simas, Parises.  The vote was passed on a 4/3 vote.

1.       Public Comments

Academic Senate President Janice Takahashi 
introduced the Non-Teaching and Adjunct Faculty 
award recipients.  The Non-Teaching award recipient 
was Trina le Tran, former EOPS student, EOPS Peer 
Advisor.   The Adjunct Faculty award recipient was 
Diane Pond who has been with the college since 1991 
and also teaches career exploration courses.  
Bill Claudino residing at 891 Mt. Ranch Rd., San 
Andreas, Ca. addressed the Board of Trustees 
regarding the proposed Foothills campus in Valley 
Springs and Measure L Bond funding.

Tom Coe residing at 15217 Sobey Rd., Saratoga, Ca. 
addressed the Board of Trustees regarding his property 
in Valley Springs, the COE Center, and the Measure L 
Bond funds.   

David Silva residing at 4419 Calaveras Rd., San 
Andreas, Ca. addressed the Board of Trustees 
regarding the Measure L Bond funding and the 
proposed college site in the Foothills.

Jerry Ferdun residing at 6671 E. Highway 12 in Lodi, 
Ca. addressed the Board of Trustees by reiterating his 
earlier comments and referred to two articles in the 
Stockton Record and the Lodi Sentinel stating that the 
District is misleading the public on the purchase of his 
property.  
Victor Geohring, former Delta College trustee, residing 
at P.O. Box 816, Lodi, Ca. addressed the Board of 
Trustees regarding the Lodi and Mountain House sites. 

Delta College student Seamus Gormly residing at 1030 
Armor Dr., Stockton, Ca. addressed the Board of 
Trustees regarding Administrative Procedure 4230 
“Grading Policy” and the negative impact the procedure 
will have on students grade point averages.  Mr. Gormly 
stated that a student survey revealed that the majority 
of students are opposed to the procedure and that the 
college had not done enough studies to determine how 
the procedure would affect students G.P.A.’s.  Mr. 
Gormly informed the Board that 1500 signatures 
opposed to the change had been gathered.
Jonathan Thomas residing at 445 So. San Joaquin St., 
Stockton, Ca.  addressed the Board of Trustees 
regarding Administrative Procedure 4230 “Grading 
Policy” and passed out a study regarding the procedure.
Delta Anthropology instructor Dr. Peggy Scully (no 
residence address given) addressed the Board of 
Trustees stating that she was also opposed to the 
grading policy because the goal of the College is to 
ensure that students are able to transfer and receive 
scholarships.

In addition to English instructor Paula Sheil who resides at 329 W. Acacia, Stockon, Ca., students Patrick Miller and Chanel Murray addressed the Board of Trustees opposed to the grading policy.
Board President Serna informed the speakers that their comments would be taken into consideration by the Board.

VII.
Consent Agenda – Action Items


Board President Serna read the Consent Agenda. Vice President Dunn requested to pull item B.3 to be tabled to another meeting.  Trustee Simas asked to pull item B.4 for discussion.  Trustee Serna pulled B.4 to which Vice President Dunn explained that the item would give authorization to purchase modular units and pointed the Trustees to the agenda item detail.  


Trustee Simas questioned why the item, which was a large amount of money, was on the Consent Agenda.  Trustee Simas referred to an article in the Tracy Press which alluded to the intent to set up modulars.  Trustee Simas inferred that the article seemed to suggest that the decision was already made to purchase the modulars prior to the board item.  


Board President Serna asked Dr. Rodriguez to clarify B.4.  Dr. Rodriguez responded that until the item comes before the Board it is open for comments.  Trustee Simas then called on Dr. Jessie Garza-Roderick asking her to see the actual studies done on the site for the modulars and the amount of rent for the modulars.  Trustee Serna intervened and again asked Dr. Rodriguez to respond.

Dr. Rodriguez explained that the Bond team had looked in the purchase of modulars, but there was no extensive study done.


Vice President Dunn added that the modular buildings are not a sum cost because they can be moved to other sites, which is an asset value to the modulars. 


Dr. Jessie Garza-Roderick stated that the Bond team has looked into lease space in Tracy and found nothing appropriate for our goal of suitable space.  


The discussion continued with Trustee Simas questioning the expenditure of $3 million that will come out of other projects; and concerns with noise levels with residential construction projects.  Trustee McCreary inquired as to whether residential developer Gerry Kamilos would be paying $14 million in traffic impact fees or $3 million.  


Vice President Dunn explained that there maybe times of disruption during construction and that is a concern in any construction activity.  Dr. Raul Rodriguez explained that the traffic impact agreement was not for $14 million at the time of the agreement the District did not have a dollar figure.


After much more discussion regarding the traffic impact fees Trustee Simas read from a quote from Mr. Kamilos in an editorial and focused on a meeting with Trustee Serna and Dr. Rodriguez with Mr. Kamilos.  Trustee Simas also read a statement from a confidential memo to the Board of Trustees from Dr. Rodriguez regarding an agreement that states Mr. Kamilos’ obligation to pay the entire traffic impact fees.


Board President Serna responded that the meeting held with Mr. Kamilos and Dr. Rodriguez was not a secret meeting. Trustee Serna stated that the meeting was a clarification and fact finding meeting as a result of issues brought about by the press.  Trustee Serna suggested that Paul Sensibaugh of the Mountain House Community Services District be invited to a future meeting to further address the issues discussed today.

Trustee Burke called for the motion before the Board on the issue regarding the modulars.  Trustee Rivera motioned and Trustee Burke seconded to approve item B.4 for Vice President Dunn’s recommendation.  Vote:  5/2; Trustees Simas and McCreary voting no on a roll call vote.  Motion carried.

Consideration of Award Bid 659 For the Purchase and Installation of Multimedia Language Lab System.

Approved to award Bid 659 for the Purchase and Installation of the Multimedia Language lab System to Americal System, Inc. of Moraga, Ca. in the amount of $93,838 plus $7,507.04 sales tax for a total amount of $101,345.04.   See CON B 3.1 – CON B 3.7 which is made a part of the April 17, 2007 agenda.

Consideration to Authorize the Purchase of Modular Portable Classrooms for the Mt. House Campus, Utilizing a Piggyback Contract.


Approved the purchase of specified modular classrooms and associated administrative and support spaces to serve as interim housing for the District at its Mt. House site, via a “Piggyback Contract” duly negotiated and entered into between the Beardsley School District and Williams Scotsman, Inc. on May 26, 2005, for a not-to-exceed amount of $3,200,000. Communications

Superintendent/President:

Dr. Rodriguez spoke on the Virginia Tech incident and stated that he hoped this type of incident would never happen here in California.
Board of Trustees:

Trustee Bugarin added that he was shocked by the Virginia Tech incident and commended the Delta College Police Department on their Active Shooter training.  

Trustee Simas asked for clarification on hand-out given to him regarding Trustee healthcare benefits.  Vice President of Human Resources Kim Myers interjected that the handout was not something that could be discussed at this time because the memo was meant for individual Trustees.
Trustee McCreary stated that the administrative procedure regarding the grading policy was news to the Board and requested more information be provided to the Board in a Friday packet.  

           Constituent Groups:

Academic Senate President Janice Takahashi voice concerns with campus safety and gave suggestions to utilize classroom telephones.
Trustee Bugarin asked how often the College’s safety taskforce meets to which Board President Serna requested more information on this topic be provided at a future meeting.

Ms. Takahashi stated that the Academic Senate was looking forward to the Trustees attending the next Academic Senate meeting and thanked Bond consultant Bob Bush and Vice President Dunn for attending a meeting to update the faculty.  Ms. Takahashi informed the Board on the April 26th Outstanding Student Recognition in the Atherton Theater.

ASBG President Jovan Paunovic stated that he was overwhelmed with the support of students on the grading policy issue and encouraged the Board to examine the data provided before making a decision.  Mr. Paunovic further stated that the 
ASBG would be hosting a film festival and student talent show.  Lastly, Mr. Paunovic announced that he would be stepping down as ASBG president at the next meeting.

CTA President Joe Gonzales stated that the CTA was working hard with the District to settle the memorandum of understanding on healthcare and that the CTA feels the next steps is to notify constituents for approval.  

Connie Martinez spoke on behalf of CSEA President 
Dana Baker and informed the Board of their 
participation in an Interest Based Bargaining Training 
Session.

POA President Mario Vasquez spoke on Chief 
Bromme’s presentation on campus safety and the 
Active Shooter Training which are held twice a year and 
encouraged volunteers for the next training.
Board President Serna adjourned the meeting at 8:43 p.m.
