Called to Order

The Board meeting was called to order at 5:45 p.m. by Board President Serna.

II.
Communications




1. Public Comments

Tom Coe residing at 15217 Sobey Rd., Saratoga, Ca.  and representing the COE Center addressed the Board regarding the College’s Foothill project and a campus in Calaveras County. 
Mark Campbell (no residence address given), Assistant Superintendent of Calaveras Unified School District addressed the Board regarding a satellite campus/program in Valley Springs and referenced the COE Center.  Mr. Campbell stated that he had attended the recent Passport to College event held at Delta and spoke of the opportunities available at the College.
David Tanner residing at 603 Stanford Ct. Valley Springs, CA 95252 and representing several groups in Valley Springs (Mark Twain St. Joseph Hospital, Calaveras County Chamber of Commerce) addressed the Board regarding a satellite campus in Calaveras County.  
Bob Johnson, Lodi City Councilmember addressed the Board stating that there is continued excitement on the Lodi Council with building a campus in Lodi.  Mr. Johnson informed the Board that things continue to move along and the Council understands that it takes time to build a campus.  Mr. Johnson ended his comments by stating that the Lodi City Council is committed to making the campus a success.

Student Trustee Paunovic led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Communications
1.       Public Comments

Tom Coe, David Tanner and Mark Campbell reiterated 
to the Board their earlier sentiments regarding a 
campus in Calaveras County and Lodi.
Bill Troost residing at 25643 Estoril St.,Valencia, Ca. 
addressed the Board regarding the COE Center and a 
campus in Calaveras County.  

Dale Frost (no residence address given) addressed the 
Board stating that he was a lifelong 
friend of Tom Coe.  
Mr. Frost spoke regarding the Board’s concerns with 
demographics, funds to develop an educational facility 
in Calaveras County and on building an industrial base 
in the San Joaquin Valley.

Jerry Ferdun residing at 6671 E. Highway 12, Lodi, Ca. 
addressed the Board regarding his property which is in 
the middle of the College’s proposed satellite campus.  

Mr. Ferdun gave the Board a copy of a fax and asked 
the Board to consider other site options.

CSEA President Dana Baker addressed the Board and 
invited them to the CSEA’s annual barbeque to be held 
on May 1st.  

Victor Ghering residing at P.O. Box 816, Lodi, Ca.  
addressed the Board regarding the Highway 12 
property.  Mr. Ghering spoke on due process and 
adamantly encouraged the Board to make a decision on 
the Lodi property.  
Ron Randall residing at 1278 Paloma Rd., Valley 
Springs, Ca.  addressed the Board and referred to an 
email sent to the Board of Trustees.  Mr. Randall stated 
that he was against a campus in at the Coe Site at this 
time.
VII. 
Informational/Report Items
A. Campus Security Report.
Campus Chief of Police Marc Brommé gave a campus security report to the Board of Trustees.  Chief Brommé gave a handout and presented a Power Point presentation on the campus’ security measures.  Chief Brommé made reference to the recent Virginia Tech incident and whether or not Delta College could handle such an incident.  Chief Brommé informed the Board of the Active Duty Training that is performed by the College’s police department and gave a brief synopsis of campus security at Delta College.  
Trustee Bugarin inquired about communication on campus and whether the College has in place a system to notify teachers if an active shooter is on campus.  Chief Brommé stated that unfortunately the College does have a communication technology gap, however, a multi-tiered communication system similar to what the K-12’s have is being investigated.  

CTA President Joe Gonzales stated that there is a serious problem not just with communication and that he was not sure if the Appreciative Inquiry process of funding projects was addressing this issue.  Mr. Gonzales stated that the issue is a working conditions issue and that it is very difficult to get people off campus in a timely manner if such an incident as Virginia Tech were to occur due to jammed exits.  Mr. Gonzales suggested using reserve funds to provide an efficient exit plan.

Dr. Raul Rodríguez stated that a communications messaging system was at the top of the Appreciative Inquiry projects list.  In terms of evacuating the campus, Dr. Rodríguez agreed that it is very difficult and would recommend that people exit the campus on foot and not try to drive off campus.  
Trustee Serna recommended that the College’s Health & Safety Committee convene to carve out an exit plan.  
B. College Marketing Plan Presentation.


Interim Public Information Officer, Greg Greenwood gave a Power Point presentation on the College’s Summer/Fall marketing plan.  Mr. Greenwood stated that he is working with the enrollment management group on the plan.  Mr. Greenwood detailed the differing media avenues that will be used to market the College.  Media markets to include radio, television and advertising in local movie theaters would be used to market the College.  In addition computer technology would be used to place ads on My Space to attract potential students.
C. Measure L Update.
Vice President of Business Services Andy Dunn presented a Power Point presentation and Measure L summary to the Board for review.  
Trustee Simas inquired about the Modular’s that Trustees voted on at the last board meeting and what program would be used to fund the Modular’s.  Vice President Dunn responded that the modulars are a Tracy Center line item.  Trustee Simas further inquired about the $150,000 for the Foothill site and whether this amount was for consultant fees.  Vice President Dunn responded in the affirmative and stated that the $150,000 was for due diligence efforts on the site.  
Trustee Serna got clarification that the funds for the modulars were built into the Mountain House budget.

Trustee Simas inquired about the College’s plans for the Manteca Site.  Mr. Dunn responded that this issue would be addressed within the next few board meetings.
Vice President Dunn then presented the next steps on the Measure L Bond at the conclusion of his report.  (Copies of the Power Point are available in the Vice President of Business Services Office).

Communications

Superintendent/President:

Dr. Rodríguez informed the Board of the Passport for College event recently held at the College.  The event was a huge success.  Dr. Rodriguez stated that he would like to have a regular “Delta Day” open house like the Passport to College event.  The one downside of the Passport to College event was graffiti that was discovered.

Board of Trustees:

Trustee Simas spoke on the Passport to College event and thanked Dr. Mary Ann Cox and Delta College Foundation Director Diana Slawson for organizing the event.  Trustee Simas also thanked Trustee Rivera for participating and Trustee Serna who gave a welcome address.  Trustee Simas further commended Dr. Della Condon stating that she is the driving force behind the program.  
Trustee Simas stated that he was sad that Victor Ghering would be resigning from the Delta College Foundation Board and that his resigning represents a huge loss to the Foundation Board.  

Trustee Simas stated that he had made (3) request of the administration and that none had come about at this meeting.  Trustee Simas asked that these request be considered seriously.

Trustee Rivera thanked Director of Facilities Management Maria Baker and staff, Delta College police, administrators, teachers and classified staff for the participating in the preparation for the Passport to College event.  
Trustee Serna spoke on the Passport to College event stating that it was a great event.  Trustee Serna thanked the constituent groups for their invitations to upcoming events.

Trustee Bugarin thanked Chief Brommé for the Campus Security Report and gave kudos to Middle College High School and principal Sherry Bailain for their special recognition as a distinguished school.

Student Trustee Paunovic also thanked Chief Brommé for the security presentation and suggested that instructors are equipped to give students emergency instructions.

Academic Senate President Janice Takahashi thanked the Board of Trustees who attended the Outstanding Students event.  Ms. Takahashi also thanked Chief Brommé for the panic buttons provided to counselors.  Ms. Takahashi stated that she had participated in the Passport to College event and had not seen so many people at a College event.

CTA President Joe Gonzales informed the Board that a Memorandum of Understanding had been approved by the Executive Council of the CTA.  
Manual Payan addressed the Board in the absence of CSEA President Dana Baker regarding the Passport to College event and reminded staff of the College’s free tuition to staff.  Mr. Payan suggested that the bond committee coordinate with the College’s marketing committee on the new marketing plan.
